The idea of tying those beautiful salmon flies that
master tyers spend hours on involves having excellent
tying skills and a bewildering range of rare and exotic
feathers, until now...

Enter Laurie Matcham (ok he is a master tyer etc.)
Laurie has a way of making the wondrous achievable
for mere mortals. His alternative solution to the need
to employ a ‘Feather Thief’ is to use Arctic Fox dyed in
a range of colours, some UV glue and the normal stuff
that most of would have or could get relatively easily.
So strap yourselves in for a master class on how to tie
the ‘Paramedic’ — an original salmon fly by Laurie!

Fly: The Paramedic

The Dome: This
represents the flashing
light on an ambulance*.
- Wrap some red
holographic tinsel
around the hook near
the bend and use UV glue to make a dome or bead.
Wrap about 4 turns of oval gold tinsel in front of the
dome.

The Tail: Take around four
strands of Golden
Pheasant Crest and tie it
in about % the hook shank
in length. Then tie in 3-4
wraps of dark ostrich herl.

Body and Rib: Tie in arib
of gold wire or oval gold
tinsel and the gold tinsel
body material. Try to
make this a smooth as
possible using touching
turns. Wind up the rib and tie it off.

= Thorax - collar: Tie in
some orange or red
ostrich herl. Tie this in
with 3-4 wraps as shown
in the picture.

Wings: This is where the
fun starts! Tie in your
first layer of Arctic Fox.
In this case it is the
orange one. Make sure it
is sparse and fine. Follow
this with red and blue!

Throat: Tie in a blue
feather with guinea fowl
breast feather and a
black overwing making
sure to smooth
everything back as you
go. The different colours should blend or ‘marry’
together.

Over wing and Eyes:
Tie in another piece of
Golden Pheasant Crest
as an over wing and a
set of jungle cock eyes.
Trim, tie in another
piece of ostrich to hide
the wraps and form a neat black thread head.

Apply your varnish and... Voilal



_ but | think that this will be a successful jig for a future

of happy zonkering!

With all the talk of zonker strip flies at the moment |
thought it time to share a device that makes the
cutting of these little gems a bit easier. | have always
struggled to get zonkers that are thin enough for the
size 10 and 12 flies that | want to tie. My efforts
involved holding the fur in a set of hackle pliers and
using a scalpel. The results were less than fantastic!

| saw this video on YouTube (https://youtu.be/pBzQ5QIYiKk)

with a person making a little bench that held the fur
taut and using a multi-bladed scalpel and thought that
| could adapt this, even with my basic building skills!

| adapted an old tabletop fly bench | made a few years
ago and don’t need anymore. This allows me to use
various lengths of skin and stretch it tightly and hold it
securely with some clamps.

The scalpel was made using four wooden knifes with
some razor blades glued between them. This allowed
the zonkers to be trimmed to a width of about
1.5mm.

(I know some of these are a bit rough but ... they
work!)

After ‘squaring up’ the fur and trimming it to a usable bM

size it was relatively easy to produce a number of
zonker strips of uniform size. It did take some practice
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
